FROM THE DESK OF FATHER HAGE 
     This weekend, we celebrate the 2nd Sunday of Easter, 

which is also known as Divine Mercy Sunday. What is it 

that we celebrate this weekend? What is Divine Mercy Sun-

day all about? I would like to share with you a brief article I 

found published by the Marian Helpers explaining this spe-

cial devotion. Mary Immaculate and Saint Joan of Arc, pray 

for us! 

  “Divine Mercy gets to the heart of Sacred Scripture.In fact, 

as the Catechism of the Catholic Church says, ‘The Gospel 

is the revelation in Jesus Christ of God’s mercy to sinners’ 

(1849). Right there: That summarizes it. Divine Mercy is 

the Gospel. It’s the good news. And so, it gets to the very 

center of our faith. Moreover, in the words of Pope Emeri-

tus Benedict XVI, ‘Divine Mercy is not a secondary devo-

tion, but an integral dimension of Christian faith and pray-

er.’ Benedict even goes so far as to say, ‘[M]ercy is the cen-

tral nucleus of the Gospel message.’ Okay, so what is Di-

vine Mercy? What is this thing that gets to the heart of Sa-

cred Scripture and to the very center of our faith? To begin, 

mercy is ‘love’s second name,’ as Saint John Paul II said. 

It’s a particular kind of love, a particular mode of love when 

it encounters suffering, poverty, brokenness, and sin. Divine 

Mercy is when God’s love meets us and helps us in the 

midst of our suffering and sin. In fact, because this side of 

eternity we’re all sinners and because suffering is our lot in 

life, God’s love for us here always takes the form of mercy. 

It’s always the Lord stepping out in compassion to help us 

poor, weak, and broken sinners. From our perspective, then, 

every good we receive is an expression Divine Mercy.”
